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Programme for the Fight against violence – Daphne III (2007-2013)

1. Introduction

This briefing provided an overview of the new Programme for the Fight against violence – Daphne III – for the period 2007-2013. It outlines the structure of the programme and presents the actions to be supported by the Commission, highlighting potential opportunities for SWUKBO partners in the field of employment and social affairs.

With a budget of €116.85m for the period 2007-2013 and an average annual budget of €16.3m, Daphne III will follow on from the Daphne II Programme to combat violence against children, young people and women. There is an average increase in funding of 55% per year compared to Daphne II, so more money will be available to fund projects.

The bulk of the funding will be available for local authorities and NGOs, as this programme does not fund the projects of national ministries. There may also be some potential for universities to participate in the calls for tender on studies in the field of violence against children young people and women The UK has had a good track record in terms of uptake of Daphne funding, where it has been only second to Italy. Daphne III is a transnational programme, which require partners in different countries.

Please note that Daphne III has not yet been adopted. The Programme is likely to be adopted in March, with the first calls expected in May/June 2007.

2. Objectives of Daphne III

The overall aim of Daphne III is to contribute to the protection of children, young people
 and women against all forms of violence and to attain a high level of health protection, well being and social cohesion. The general objectives of the Programme shall contribute to the development of Community policies related to public health, human rights and gender equality, as well as actions aimed at the protection of children’s rights and the fight against trafficking of human beings and sexual exploitation.

Daphne III has the specific objective of contributing to the prevention and of the fight against all forms of violence occurring in the public or the private domain against children, young people and women, including sexual exploitation and trafficking in human beings, by taking preventative measure and by providing support and protection for victims and groups at risk. This will be achieved through:

· To assist and encourage NGOs and other organisations active in this field;

· To develop and implement awareness-raising actions targeting specific audiences, such as specific professions, competent authorities, identified sectors of the general public and groups at risk;

· To disseminate the results obtained under the two Daphne programmes;

· To identify and enhance actions contributing to positive treatment of people of risk of violence.

· To set up multidisciplinary networks with a view to strengthening cooperation between NGOs and other organisations active in this field;

· To ensure the expansion of the knowledge base, the exchange of information and the identification and awareness of good practice;

· To design and test awareness-raising and educational materials regarding the prevention of violence against children, young people and women, and supplementing and adapting those already available for use in other geographical areas or for other target groups;

· To study phenomena related to violence;

· To develop and implement support programmes for victims and people at risk and intervention programmes for perpetrators, whilst ensuring the safety of victims.

3. Access to the Programme and funded actions

General access to Daphne III is open to all the 27 EU Member States, the EFTA States that are party to the EEA Agreement,
 the candidate countries associated to the EU
 and the Western Balkan countries included in the stabilisation and association process.
. Projects may associate other third countries where this serves the aim of the projects.

Access to Daphne III is open to public or private organisations and instiutions working to prevent and combat violence against children, young people and women, to protect against such violence, to provide support for victims, to implement targeted actions to promote rejection of such violence or to encourage attitude and behaviour change towards vulnerable groups and victims of violence. These institutions include local authorities, university departments and research centres.

The programme is targeted at all groups that directly or indirectly deal with violence. The main target groups are the victims of violence and groups at risk of violence, such as homosexuals, migrants, refugees, asylum seekers, trafficked people, ethnic minorities, handicapped, domestic workers, people in prostitution, elderly and prisoners.

The programme will finance the following types of actions:

The bulk of the funding (approximately 80%) is likely to go towards specific transnational projects of Community interest, which is where local authorities will be involved. 

4. How to apply

Daphne III activities will be funded through grants and public procurement contracts, Community grants will normally be awarded to calls for proposals, Public procurement contracts are calls for tender foreseen for accompanying measures, which will cover expenditure on information and communication, preparation, implementation, monitoring, checking and evaluation of projects, policies, programmes and legislation.

Daphne III will have defined annual priorities. The 2007 Annual Work Programme will not be available until mid-2007. The first call for proposals is expected in May/June 2007 with a deadline for submission of proposals 2-3 months after the publication of the call. Given the high number of applications, the Commission is very strict on documentation and there is a lengthy three-stage evaluation process (eligibility check, selection criteria, award criteria). It can take up to one year for a project to be up and running following submission of the project proposal. There is currently a 15% success rate in applications to the Programme. However, approximately 20% are disqualified due to submission of incorrect documentation. The EU scope of the proposal is also a very important element of the evaluation process, so projects need to make sure they have a strong EU dimension and that they are implemented in all participating countries.

Applicants are requested to look at previously funded Daphne projects and to refer to these in the project proposals. New projects can follow on from results of a previous project, but there must be an innovative aspect to the new application, such as new geographical scope or new target groups.

� The EFTA States that are party to the EEA Agreement are: Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway.


� The candidate countries associated with the EU are Croatia and Turkey.


� The Western Balkan countries included in the stabilisation and association process are Albania, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Serbia & Montenegro and the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia. Partners of these countries are currently non-funded associated partners.
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
