Mini-surgeries

Delegates that have signed up for the “mini surgeries” in the afternoon session will be given instructions on the day of the timeslot they have been allocated, and an assembly point that they should go to 5 minutes ahead of their “mini-surgery”. Due to the high level of demand for these delegates will potentially be grouped(up to 3-4 per session) for 20-minute “mini surgery” sessions with the three experts.
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
