· Visions of Rome - Bath & North East Somerset Council

Culture 2000 programme 

Visions of Rome was an EU Culture 2000 funded project. It was devised to bring young people with special needs and limited opportunity into contact with each other and with their common cultural heritage. The project also involved young people from Spain, Italy, Hungary, Bulgaria and Turkey.

Youth in Action programme 

The project brings together 45 young people, from Bristol, Hanover and Poznan and with the support of film-makers and youth workers the young people have produced a film on the themes of migration, co-existence and homeland in Europe. The project includes three international exchange visits and workshops, one in each city, with different functions according to the project phases. The first meeting in Bristol in October 08 was for the young people to get to know each other, devise script ideas and collect ideas for the screenplay via different workshops. The second exchange leg in Hanover March 09 was dedicated to filming the international scenes, a rough cut of the available film material and to updating the project documentation. Participants will meet in Poznan in October 09 to complete the project documentation and to screen the film. Between the international meetings film work has continued in the three cities, first on the scenario and then filming the flashback scenes. To co-ordinate the work, it has been necessary to organise smaller international meetings involving the film-makers from the relevant cities and 1-2 young people to finalise the screenplay and edit the film these have happened in between the exchanges.

INTERREG 4a – 2 Seas Programme
Through the C-SCOPE project partners from Belgium and the United Kingdom wish to achieve a seamless, integrated approach to land and sea planning and management. The purpose of the project is to provide the foundation for strong, vibrant and sustainable coastal economies, which are in harmony with the environment. The coastal zone is an exceptional asset, under-pinning much of Europe’s socio-economic and environmental well-being. However, planning for the coast has suffered from a lack of coordinated thinking. Given the current and projected pressures facing the coast from development, climate change, and competition for space between maritime sectors there is a clear need for a more integrated approach. C-SCOPE is a unique project which involves all maritime sectors. Delivery through a ‘bottom- up’ approach will inspire a sense of stewardship for the coast and ownership of the project outputs, resulting in fewer conflicts and more opportunities for the various sectors. There are three elements of C-SCOPE, all linking together to provide a comprehensive plan and information resource to underpin sustainable coastal management. Firstly, the project will produce a framework for integrating terrestrial and marine planning by developing marine plans at different spatial scales using effective and proven stakeholder engagement. Secondly, project partners plan to develop an innovative and unique planning tool, which will inform decision- making and help to achieve sustainable coastal economies and environments. Finally, as part of the project an Interactive information tool will be developed, which will provide open access to a wealth of coastal information, and will encourage sustainable use of the coast. Project partners also plan to provide a series of hi-tech interactive information points along the coast.
