After a career in the public sector, he set on his own as a planning, design and environmental consultancy. When he left the practice after 23 years, it employed 110 people in Bournemouth working on difficult projects across the whole of the UK and bringing more than £10 million to the local economy. Terence’s clients have included Mercedes Benz, BMW, British Aerospace and many other blue chip companies, as well as central and local government. This experience has given him a clear understanding of the needs of the creative sector. Terence currently sits on the boards of the Multi Area Agreement, Creative Dorset, Bournemouth Symphony Orchestra and is a governor at the Arts University College Bournemouth and Chair of Dorset Visual Arts.
