	WHY IS IT RELEVANT TO SOUTH WEST PARTNERS?

	The MEDIA International preparatory action has been established for promoting cooperation between organisation from the audiovisual industry in the EU and non-EU counterparts. Public and private organisations working in the audiovisual sector are eligible for funding under this programme.


	WHAT IS IT ABOUT?

	The MEDIA International programme has been launched in 2007, and is planned to operate for up to three years, with a view of developing a broader EU funding programme for supporting global cooperation in the audiovisual sector. The programme will have a budget of €1 million for 2010. 

This programme has 2 key objectives: 

· Strengthening the exchange of information, international expertise and familiarity with foreign audiovisual markets of audiovisual professionals; 
· Improving the competitiveness and access to international markets of cinematographic/audiovisual works.


	HOW DOES IT WORK?

	This programme is planned through annual call for proposals. For 2010, approximately €1 million will be available for funding the following actions:

A. Training actions enabling audiovisual professionals to improve their international skills and their knowledge of how foreign markets work;  

B. Actions facilitating the involvement of professionals in international events allowing access to international sources of financing and/or the sale of film/audiovisual works on international markets.



	FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES:

	Eligibility of projects:

The 2010 call for proposals has been launched on 10 February 2010, with a deadline for sending applications on 31 March 2010:
· The call for proposals will have a budget of approx. € 1 million. 
· The selection committee is expected to meet by the end of April 2010, awarded projects are expected to start from 01/02/2011 and last until 31/03/2012.
